The races began promptly at 7:30 a.m. with greetings from Mayor Michael Miller and FISH Executive 
Director Maria Espinoza, followed by a beautiful rendition of the National Anthem by local eighth-
grader Ava Wodjeski. Both the 10K and 5K courses followed a scenic route across Sanibel, starting 
and finishing at the Sanibel Community House. The Kids Fun Run wrapped up the morning festivities, 
with nearly 40 young participants receiving finisher ribbons and ice cream coupons generously 
provided by Pinocchio’s.

We are deeply grateful to the many individuals and organizations who made this year’s event such a 
success, including sponsors, volunteers, participants, and raffle donors.
